It is provided as an alternative to the (recommended) standard LATEX template. This document defines a number of paragraph and character styles to mimic the standard template. For example, this abstract uses the [Abstract] paragraph style, while the paragraph title (“Abstract”) uses the [Paragraph Title] character style. Please note that for best results, you need to download and install the Computer Modern TrueType fonts, as described below.
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1 Installing the fonts

This document is based on the LATEX template developed for JOT, and attempts to mimic the style and appearance of that template. For best results, we strongly recommend that you use LATEX for preparing your JOT submission. If this presents difficulties for you, however, you may use this template instead.

The JOT article template makes use of the Computer Modern fonts, which are not installed by default on most machines. If you open this document without installing these fonts first, other fonts will be subtituted.

To install the Computer Modern fonts first download and unpack the following file (7.6MB):

On a Windows machine, open the Fonts control panel, select File>Install New Font, use the Add Fonts dialog box to navigate to the folder you previously unzipped, select all the fonts in that folder, and click OK. If you terminate Word and then restart it, this document will then be displayed with the properfonts.

Under Mac OSX, the procedure is similar. Open the Font Book application (in the Applications folder), select File>Add Fonts, navigate to the unzipped font folder, select all fonts, and click Open.

If you are running a Linux machine, we assume you know how to install fonts.

If you need code embedding within a normal paragraph, please use the [CodeFont] character style.

2.2 About references

Please use alphabetic style for references. Use (for example) the first 3 to 5 letters of the first author’s family name, followed by the last two digits of the year of publication, and an optional disambiguation letter (a-z) to avoid naming conflicts. 

Please be sure to indicate DOIs (Digital Object Identifiers) for all articles, where available.
2.3 Notes
· Page headers will be added by JOT.

· Page footers: please indicate author and paper title as shown on first page, except for page numbers which will be updated by JOT.

· Footnotes: please avoid footnotes as much as possible.
